Fall is such a great time of year to be on the golf course.  The 
Bermuda grass is preparing to go dormant but still retains some 
green color.  Our bentgrass greens love this weather and they get 
a chance to heal up from summer stress related blemishes.  

This time of year we begin to see some cool season weeds 
emerge in warm season grasses.  Many people may want to spray 
these weeds out of their yards.  Be very careful when making 
any application of herbicide in the fall.   A chemical that might 
stunt the growth of your centipede or Bermuda grass during the 
summer, may kill your grass if applied in the fall. The worst part 
is that the damage may not be realized until the spring.  If you 
are unsure how a herbicide may affect your lawn it might be best 
to wait until we get a couple of hard frosty mornings to make an 
application.  Always read the label.  

Please get out and enjoy the golf course.  We will be out there 
clearing as much debris as possible.  We have plenty of leaves 
and pine straw to get off the course as well as the remnants of 
Irene.  We will also be rebuilding the steps to the driving range 
this winter.  

The driving range has been overseeded with rye, but we will not 
be overseeding par 3 tee boxes or the greens aprons this year.  
The greens aprons are too young, and I am hoping to get a better 
stand of Bermuda on the par 3 fees for next year.  The process of 
overseeding took its toll on the par 3’s last year.  If everything 
goes as planned we will be able to overseed those areas next fall.
