When people find out what I do for a living, quite often 
I am asked what we do to keep busy when the grass quits growing.  
There is no doubt, this time of year we are doing our best just to 
remove leaves and pine straw from the golf course.  We will be busy 
from now until after the first of the year doing little else.

This time of year we also begin meticulously inspecting every piece 
of equipment and making repairs where needed. We also make sure 
to perform all preventative maintenance.  Oil, oil filters, air and fuel 
filters are all changed and hydraulic fluids checked.  Bearings are 
inspected and blades sharpened. Be sure to inspect your own mowing 
equipment at home. Repair shops will have a lot more time to get 
your mower running in top shape now as opposed to early spring 
when they might be swamped with work.  If you put your mowing 
equipment away in good working order, neat and clean, there is a 
much greater chance it will work they you want it to in the spring.
